Maths
Our daily Maths and counting lessons this term will focus on
place value, addition, subtraction, multiplication, division,
fractions and properties of shape. Some of the areas we
will be developing are...

- counting in multiples of 10, 25 and 1000
- 1000 more or less for a four-digit number
- adding and subtracting three-digit numbers
- multiplying and dividing mentally
-identifying acute and obtuse angles
- using our 2, 3 and 4 times tables
- calculating with money
- recognising equivalent fractions
